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Letter to the Editor - A missed opportunity?

Thoughts on a better use of resources rabbits are
delightfully attractive clean little animals butdba
they are also a shockingly destructive pest - agk a
farmer, or Australian; however, in my view they
should be taken very seriously as a useful natural
food source As far back as the Middle Ages rabbits
were successfully farmed in specially constructed
warrens as a commercial enterprise to maintain a
ready supply of meat (rather on the same general
lines as dovecotes) particularly for the winter. We
can judge now how important an activity it was,
because the familiar name Warrener with all its
variants came about as a result. During WWII rabbit
once more became a staple part of the British diet,
because if you were lucky enough to find one, is wa
not rationed unlike most other meats As a meat
rabbit offers many good things. First and forenibst
has a very pleasing, slightly gamey flavour all its
own.

Additionally, scientific studies have confirmed tha
it has very high protein and phosphorus content,
marginally better than chicken; it is very low iat f
and low in salt. Its vitamin content is similar to
chicken. Altogether, its health benefits can hatuy
exaggerated.

I have found from the cooking point of view, it may
be treated in pretty well all respects in the same
ways as chicken which makes it also a very vessatil
dish, although | do have to say that personally I'm
rather dubious about the whole idea of a rabbit
curry! | would have to try it (I admit | am not arcy
lover!) Commercial warrens could be constructed
rather more easily with modern materials and
machinery nowadays, than they were in mediaeval
times, when only the wealthy could afford to do it
using manpower. In these days of economic
difficulty for our farming community, it is possibl
that the idea could be really attractive to some,
because of the comparatively inexpensive ease of
putting it in place.

Appealingly for the wildlife enthusiasts among us,
what a warren amounts to is absolutely natural
lifestyle for its lucky inmates. Inexpensive feed
would be very simple to provide just by plantinglan
maintaining a proper wildflower meadow on and
around the warren, which, with the rabbits
themselves could also possibly prove to be a visito
attraction. We might need a few supplementary
nutrients but | think probably not many.
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We shall probably however need a decently hunpane
new way of culling and slaughtering the livestock
for the market. Rabbits regenerate themselves [very
rapidly and easily, hence the phrdseeeding like
rabbits". | suspect too that they would prove to be
less of a destructive pest too, because why would
they abandon safe shelter and a ready supply df|foo
and clean water in favour of a much more dangeyous
environment outside? They aren't daft. More likely
there would be a queue outside, waiting to brebk|in

Rabbit fell completely out of public favour baak
the fifties and early sixties as a result of theribte
fatal viral disease of myxomatosis which was
deliberately spread among the rabbit  populdtion
with a view to disposing of what was then regargded
as an unmitgating pest Not entirely unreasonably,
this had the effect of turning the general publit|o
the whole idea. Once the initial ferocity of the

scourge had waned however, the more genetitally
resistant rabbit strains recovered comparatiyely
rapidly.

All that would be needed to switch the public back
on, would be a nationwide advertising campaign to
popularise the idea of our generally eating thetmea
again, and a properly organised supply chain tatget
into the nation's supermarkets. Perhaps too a fange
of supermarket rabbit recip&eady-meals" with
widely varied recipes would aid in making the
campaign more effective. Anyway the plague
passed, and there is now no health risk whatsde
anyone from eating rabbit if there ever was.

Any®
who wanted to get involved in an enterprise of this
nature would be well advised to go into it rather
thoroughly and scientifically, as to its veterin{ry

implications and so on, and particularly where it
might go wrong, but it is my view that the ultita
rewards for everyone could be very considerable
